It seems churlish to moan about the production levels of this vintage when they are so

inherently linked to the quality of the wines. Yet, so exciting are these Burgundies, that

we want everyone to be able to enjoy them over the next 20 years and with quantities
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Ironically the key incident that caused much of the quantity problems actually occurred

that threatens to surpass its own high standards. About a week before Christmas a

sudden, exceptionally severe cold snap saw night time temperatures plummet to as low as
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many were killed. Even those that appeared to survive proved to be very unproductive

the following year. Understandably, the vineyards on the lower, flatter areas were

generally most severely hit and replanting in these sectio ns has become common place

ever since. Logically, the higher yielding vineyards that produce the generic and village
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down 50%, for example) but even naturally low yielding v ines higher up the hierarchy

have suffered.

Obviously other elements played their part in the size of the vintage. A late flowering in

mediocre weather meant there was a lot of millanderage (small berries), which is great for

quality but not so good for qu antity and the weather in August was disappointing,

ensuring that there was still plenty of sorting to be done come harvest time, further

reducing production. On the plus side, when harvest time arrived in late September, the

healthy grapes that remained w ere phenolically ripe and packed with natural

concentration. The drawn out hang time had bought the grapes calmly to maturity with

no over-ripeness and a real sense of balance and harmony. The plethora of small berries

meant that the ratio of juice to matt er was low which allowed growers to not have to force

the structure in the cellars. Consequently, purity, tension, freshness, poise, intensity all

came naturally.

White Wines
This is potentially the best white wine vintage for a decade. If one looks back  at the four
best vintages since the superb 2000, 2010 has more weight than the mineral -laden 2004s
and 2007s and more structure than the concentrated 2002s and 2008s. There is innate
concentration without any sense of heaviness and wonderful dry extract th at leaves the
mouth salivating with mineral intensity. Tasting from barrel in some cellars it was hard
to see what else one would be looking for in young white Burgundy. All the wines need
to do now is age well and the way they are put together suggests t hey should be more
than capable of doing that. It is worth highlighting that 2010 is a big success for Chablis,

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Pricing and Availability
As is usually the case, the Burgundians have been incredibly fair with pricing this year.
Imagine what the Bordelais would do with a vintage of this quality with production

levels cut in half. There have been some price increases but very few excessive ones and
generally growers will be receiving much less aggregate income than usual. Such
generosity should be taken advantage of! Allocating stock is not going to be easy this
year. We have tried to be as nice as possible to our growers and attempted to persuade
them that we are more worthy than all their other worldwide importers but despite this
we still have less wine than last year. Demand will be high and we will have to allocate
across the board. Most wines will disappear from the market forever instantly so do Oz U w
procrastinate for too long! And lastly, we apologize in advance for this offer being full of
the same upbeat descriptive terms such as pure, fresh, refined, balanced, intense, elegant
and poised but as most of the wines were all these things it was dif ficult not to be
repetitive!

In
previous years large chunks of the appellation were planted with red but much of the soll
is much more suited to Chardonnay and since much of its Pinot has been converted the
appellation has really made a name for itself for its classy white wines. It used to be
something of a well -kept secret with prices to match. Those who wanted a Puligny -esque
wine without the price tag shrewdly substituted a Saint - UEDPOS w3 OEEaOQuwi ObI YI
common knowledge as to just how good these wines can be and although they cost more
than they used to they still offer very good value as they have never been better.

Olivier Lamy is the undisputed King of Saint -Aubin. His wines are not cheap but they
are remarkable.

is in the cellar explaining the subtle differences between his various cuvées or taking you
though the vines, highlighting the idiosyncracies of each of his plots.
